The voter registration deadline for this election is 5:00 p.m. Friday, October 11, 2024. Eligible individuals 

who are not registered by that deadline may register and vote at any early voting site during the early voting 

period. New registrants will be required to provide documentation of their residence.  

 
Voters voting in person are entitled to assistance by an election official, or, if assistance is needed due to disability or 

illiteracy, by a qualified person of their choice.  Registration facilities and voting sites are accessible to all voters.  

Curbside voting is available for voters who are not physically able to enter voting sites. 

 

Voter Photo ID is required for voting.  Acceptable IDs include the following: 

• North Carolina driver’s license
